Art 101  History of Art
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Development of art from ancient to modern times.
Evolving techniques and styles in historical context.
Major movements, concepts, and artists in painting,
sculpture, photography and architecture are explored
and discussed.

Art 201  Visual Arts
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Exploration of the ways of looking at and understanding
works of art in the fields of painting, sculpture, architecture,
and photography. Consideration of the relationships
between these arts and society at large.

	 Audio Recording Technology	
AUD 101  Audio Recording Theory
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Study of basic audio and acoustic theory. Understanding
the concepts of audio recording. Characteristics and
suggested uses of various microphones. Operating
principles of tape recorders, recording consoles, and
state-of-the-art outboard recording equipment.
Demonstrating of special effects and other technical
tools used in recording.

AUD 201  Recording Studio Operations
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 1 Lab Hour
An in-depth study of studio procedures, production
techniques, digital signal processing, audio alignment
procedures, editing, system analysis, and studio business.
Completion of a 24-track recording from pre-production
to mixdown.

AUD 303  Midi Applications
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 1 Lab Hour
Concepts and techniques of music synthesis and MIDI for 
the recording studio. Study of the MIDI language as a form 
of communication between devices. The configuration 
and control of workstations, drum machines, computer 
sequencing and samplers.

AUD 304  Non-Linear Recording
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 1 Lab Hour
Concepts and techniques of hard-disc recording.
Computer platforms are used for recording, processing
and digital editing. EM phases on the application and
operation of primary plug-ins and outboard operations.

AUD 402  Advanced Mixing Procedures
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 1 Lab Hour
Computer controlled automated mixdowns. Students
participate on a hands-on class atmosphere while they
learn to operate state-of-the-art automated mixing
console. Computer driven software allows students to
save mixes to memory or on disk. Students will also
learn mix updating, subgroup channel set up, solo
grouping, and mixing procedures.

	 Business	
BUS 101  Accounting
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Introduction to accounting principles and techniques.
Their application to records and statements, general
and special journals and ledgers. Controlling accounts,
preparation of financial statements, and completion of
all stages of the music accounting cycle.

BUS 121  Business Law 1
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Survey of the American legal system; fundamentals of
legal liability; growth of legal institutions; Federal and
New York State court systems. Development and
application of principles of law to business and sales.

BUS 211  Principles of Management
3 Credits 3 Class Hours Prerequisite BUS 211
Principles of Management as they relate to the planning, 
organization, leading, controlling and evaluation of man-
agement activities. Case studies and problems are used to 
analyze management problems. Both classical and current 
theories of management are explored.

BUS 242  Salesmanship
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 
Prerequisite: BUS 111
Techniques of industrial and retail salesmanship;
demonstration and analysis of products, determination
of customer needs and motivations. Organization,
presentation and evaluation of sales talks and
promotions; handling objections; closing strategies
and personal qualifications for effective selling.

BUS 251  Principles of Finance
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Prerequisite: BUS 101
An introduction to the principles and methods of
financing with emphasis upon monetary policy and bank
management. Topics studied include public and private
finance, money and banking, capital management,
business financing, securities markets, government
finance, consumer credit, and interest rates.

BUS 306  Management Information Systems
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
The policies, methods, procedures and management
techniques used to collect, store, retrieve and distribute
information needed for the operation of an organization.

BUS 311  Human Resource Management
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Prerequisite: BUS 211
Major personnel functions in business and industry
Policies procedures, and practices in employment training,
staffing and management. A blend of behavioral
science with traditional personnel and labor relations
philosophies. Effective ways to deal with problems in
communication, leadership, discipline performance and
compensation.

	 Business Continued	
BUS 341  Public Relations
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 
Prerequisite: BUS 241
Developing corporate public relations policies.
Communications between a firm and its various constituents,
including personnel, consumers, community, stockholders,
government, and the media. Factors such as
ecology, politics, ethics, and social concerns are explored.

BUS 471, 472  Internship 1, 2
3 Credits Each 
90 Field Service Hours
The internship experience includes placement in a field
experience which supplements classroom theory and
laboratory instruction with related on-the-job professional
training. Students are placed with selected employers for
a minimum of 90 hours and receive a written evaluation
from the employer. Students participate in weekly
seminars, keep a journal and submit reports related to
their work experience.

	 Economics	
ECO 102  Principles of Economics-Micro
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Study of the interaction of supply, demand, and prices
in a market economy. Critical analysis of price theory
under conditions of perfect and imperfect competition,
oligopoly and monopoly. Applications to wages, profits,
rent, and interest. Theory of consumer behavior.
Practices of the individual firm. Economic growth and
international problems.

	 English	
ENG 204  Script Writing
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Training in the preparation of scripts for theatre, television
and film with an emphasis on character portrayal,
dialog and scene construction. Introduce the student to
basic script formats, terminology, and techniques.

ENG 221  The Poem
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Prerequisite: ENG 102
Study of selected poetry, emphasizing poetic technique  
and the role that literary criticism plays in shaping and 
enriching the reader’s appreciation and understanding.

ENG 241  Short Fiction
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 
Prerequisite: ENG 102
Study of selected short stories and novelties, emphasizing 
narrative technique and the role that literary criticism 
plays in shaping and enriching the reader’s appreciation 
and understanding.

ENG 332  Film and Literature
3 Credits 3 Class Hours  Prerequisite: ENG 102
Study of the narrative film. Emphasis on the elements of
film, film genres, literary aspects of film, and the place
of the director. Students will consider the major currents
of film criticism theory and will be expected to provide
written and oral evaluations of major narrative films.

ENG 371  Myths and Legends
3 Credits 3 Class Hours  Prerequisite: ENG 102
Examination of Greek and Roman myths of creation,
myths of the gods, and Greek sagas and local legends.
Contemporary mythological theories of Freud, Jung, and
Levi-Strauss. The survival of classical mythology in the
arts, including fiction, poetry, drama, painting, sculpture,
film, and music.

BES 023  College Communication Skills
*0 Credits 3 Class Hours 
Study of the terms and topics in college level reading. 
Emphasis on strengthening reading and writing skills 
through the use of readings as models for writing. Learning 
how to construct paragraphs and short essays. Applying 
basic library techniques to library research projects.

VID 131 Television Workshop 1
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 3 Lab Hours
Study of the ways in which video is used to present
information about people, ideas, processes, products,
and services. Multi-camera broadcast style videography
techniques are identified and demonstrated. Topics
include studio and location shoots, sound and lighting
techniques, basic editing, crew positions and coordination.

VID 132  Television Workshop 2
3 Credits 3 Class Hours 3 Lab Hours Prerequisite: VID 131
Focusing upon the place of television in society and technology. 
Students study advanced single camera setups, electronic news 
gathering, electronic field production and editing.

MAT 111 Mathematical Reasoning
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
Designed to introduce students to mathematical ways of
thinking, this course focuses on the following topics:
symbolic logic; set theory; inductive and deductive
reasoning; and applications to programming.

MAT 123 College Algebra
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
First and second degree equations and inequalities,
exponents, polynominals, factoring, rational expressions
and graphing.

MUS 121 Sight Singing 1
1 Credit 2 Class Hours
Training in the singing of intervals and melodic phrases
sight reading in bass & treble clefts. The development of
a sense of tonality and the ability to sing major scales,
triads and diatonic seventh chords.

MUS 122 Sight Singing 2
1 Credit 2 Class Hours
Training in the signing in intervals and more complex
melodies using syncopated rhythms. Sight reading in bass 
and treble clefts. Further development of a sense of tonality 
and the ability to sing minor scales, minor triads, and minor 
seventh, dominant seventh and major seventh chords.

MUS 222 Sight Singing 4
1 Credit 2 Class Hours Prerequisite: MUS 221

combination with clefs previously studied, with emphasis
on chromaticism. Continuation of modal scales.

MUS 124 Ear Training 2
1 Credit 2 Class Hours Prerequisite: MUS 123
Training in the recognition and notation of simple and
compound rhythms, seventh chords, and melodic phrases.
Aural recognition of melodies and chord progressions,
containing both diatonic and chromatic harmony.

MUS 223 Ear Training 3
1 Credit 2 Class Hours Prerequisite: MUS 124
Training in the aural recognition and notation of complex
rhythmic and harmonic material using seventh and ninth
chords. Transcription of contemporary popular music from
records and tapes.

MUS 224 Ear Training 4
1 Credit 2 class Hours Prerequisite: MUS 223
Training in aural recognition and notation of more
complex rhythmic and harmonic material. Emphasis
on chromaticism and modulation. Dictation of two
and three-part contrapuntal material.

MUS 131  Keyboard Lab 1
2 Credits 2 Class Hours
Individualized keyboard training in a group setting.

SCI 101 Information Literacy
1 Credit 1 Class Hours
An introduction to the skills required to locate, retrieve,
analyze and use information for both print and electronic
resources for application to research projects. Emphasis 
is on the practical use of information characteristics and 
information literacy concepts.

SCI 102 Information Literacy 2
1 Credit 1 Class Hour
Designed to develop advanced information literacy skills,
including the ability to effectively evaluate, retrieve, 
recognize and analyze various information types and 
formats, and to apply these skills to become proficient and 
ethical users of information.

SCI 131 Human Biology
3 Credits 3 Class Hours
An introduction to human biology including discussions of
the normal structure of organs and systems, including a
consideration of the more common diseases and dysfunctions 
in each system.

Schedule of Workshops and College Credit Courses 
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Film 
Lights, Camera, Action!
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 4:00pm
This introductory workshop is designed for students interested in the television and film  
industry and will provide the students with hands-on experiences in learning basic filmmaking 
and video operations; inclusive of camera, sound, lighting, editing and directing techniques. 

Part of this workshop will include script writing, where students will learn character creation, 
scene development, plot layout and acting structure. The development of writing storyboards 
for film will also be developed. A film project will be incorporated into this workshop and all 
students will develop a short film during this summer session, where small group work will be 
encouraged.

Focus on Digital Photography
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
Students will learn the fundamentals of using the digital camera for both indoor and studio 
photography. Basic photographic concepts, lighting and photo  
manipulation using industry standard software will be discussed and utilized.

Emphasis will be placed on gaining fundamental understanding using Adobe Photoshop as 
an application in magazine and website design. Students are not required to bring a camera 
which will be supplied by the College. 

At the conclusion of this course, students will have created a portfolio of their work.

Television Workshop (College Credit Course)
July 6 - 26 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
This course offers High School juniors and seniors the opportunity to earn college credit 
while learning the basics of filming, editing and techniques of professional video  
productions. The course will cover the ways in which video is used to present  
information about people, ideas, processes, products and services. Multi-camera broadcast 
style videography techniques will be identified and demonstrated. Topics include: studio 
and location shoots, sound and lighting techniques, basic editing, crew positions and 
coordination. Students will be responsible for all homework, quizzes, mid-term and final 
exams. Daily attendance is mandatory as this is a college-level course.

Making a Television Commercial
July 27 - August 16 • 9:00am - 4:00pm
Students will learn the techniques of making a 30-60 second commercial, from concept 
development through post-production. Classic and contemporary T.V. commercials are 
analyzed from historical, production and promotion perspectives. Student directed  
exercises will refine their knowledge in producing, directing, editing and shooting 
their own  commercial. An overview of production companies and how a commercial is 
created will be discussed. Types of commercials such as public service, informational and 
consumer will also be evaluated. 

Music and Audio Recording
Guitar Workshop
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
The guitar workshop will provide the high school student with a diverse and exciting three 
weeks of intensive guitar study. Outstanding professional faculty, as well as various guest 
artists will help every student improve their technique, reading ability, ensemble  
performance and tone production. The program is for the serious pre-college guitar 
student, who may be looking for a future in the field of music. 

Emphasis will be on different styles of music including Jazz, Brazilian, Funk and Acoustic. 
Playing the guitar in solo, small combo ensembles and guitar ensembles will be  
emphasized. Master classes with faculty and visiting artists will be part of the program.  
Big Band Rhythm Guitar and playing in a pit orchestra will also be covered. 

Ear-training, fret-board knowledge, finger exercises, score reading and many other  
hands-on activities will be offered. No audition is required as all levels of experience, 
whether a beginner, intermediate or advanced guitar player will be provided with an  
appropriate group ensemble.

Recording a Live Band
July 6 - 26 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
This workshop will provide hands-on activities for the beginner student in a professional 
audio recording studio. It will feature the basic principles of recording music and mixing  
in Stereo and 5.1.

Students will have the opportunity to produce their own recording as a group and as 
individuals following an introduction to microphone principles and characteristics while  
recording a live band. With focus on listening skills, coupled with hands-on learning, 
students will express the ability to develop their own engineering style and take a glimpse 
into the world of professional audio recording.

Audio Recording Theory (College Credit Course)
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
This course offers High School juniors and seniors the opportunity to earn college credit 
while learning the basics of recording, editing and mixing professional sounding audio 
productions. The course will focus on sound theory, microphone design and usage, using 
analog and digital recording equipment and job opportunities in the audio field. While 
the class is predominantly a theory class, there will be class time demonstrations and class 
participation in projects. Students will be responsible for all homework, quizzes, mid-term 
and final exams. Daily attendance is mandatory because this is a college-level course. 

Topics to be covered will include: study of basic audio and acoustic theory, understanding 
the concepts of audio recording, characteristics and suggested uses of various microphones, 
operating principles of tape recorders, recording consoles and state-of-the-art outboard 
recording equipment.

Making Sound Effects for Film
July 27 - August 16 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
Students who have some background in audio recording will get an in-depth look at Pro 
Tools and the industry standard plug-ins. A full explanation of advanced recording, editing 
and mixing will be covered, as well as a detailed examination of the world of Audio/Video 
Post Production. 

Some of the course work will include ADR sessions to replace dialogue, building of sound 
FX, creating Foley effects as well as creating music to enhance a movie scene. 

Students will be expected to finish a project, mixing sound in stereo and in multi-channel 
5.1 mix. Students should have previous experience in our Audio Recording Summer 
Programs or have some previous audio experience at their high school or in their home 
recording studio.
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Music Business 
Entrepreneurship Made Easy
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
This three-week course introduces the student to a typical start-up of a business through  
the financing and budgeting process. Business concepts, consumer credit and general
economic issues are explored. The core of every successful business is a business plan,
which will be analyzed and studied closely. Finally e-commerce and its effects on today’s
business will be discussed. Students will develop a business plan in an area of their
interest.

Starting Your Own Business in Music
July 6 - 26 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
You don’t need to win the lottery to start your own music business in the 21st century. What 
you do need are the skills and knowledge to get your music or the music you represent 
played on the radio, placed in movies and television or made available on iTunes. The course 
will also focus on getting gigs, fans, and making money! Some of the topics to be covered 
include: The basics of music contracts and legal issues, how to publish your own music, how to 
create a press package, how to get your music played on the radio and building a fan base.

Theatre
Contemporary and Classical 
Acting Techniques
July 6 - 26 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
Students will learn contemporary and classical acting techniques. Learn skill and techniques 
in developing characters for various genres of acting. This class will also teach students 
the art of analyzing scenes and monologues for purposes of performance in plays and in 
preparations for future auditions. Students interested in preparing for college or  
professional auditions would be interested in the material covered in this class.

Basic Stunt and Stage Combat
July 6 - 26 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
Students will have the opportunity to learn basic fight skills for film and stage as well  
as the chance to choreograph and perform their own action scenes. Learning from a  
professional stunt artist, students will participate in demonstrations in tumbling, falls, 
rolls, and hand-to-hand stunt fighting. Students will also learn safety and precautionary 
techniques involved with stunt fighting and acting. It is recommended that students wear 
clothing that permits free movement and that they come prepared to actively participate. 
At the end of the three-week workshop, parents and friends will be invited to attend a 
performance conducted by the students.

Improvisation and Physical Comedy
July 27 - August 16 • 9:00am - 12:00pm
Students will learn improvisation techniques and methods developed by some of the most
famous acting teachers and coaches that professional actors use to help prepare them for 
their roles. Students will also learn some of the comic routines of some of the great physical 
comedians, old and new, such as Charlie Chaplin or Jim Carrey. At the end of the three-
week program, parents and friends will be invited to attend a final performance conducted 
by the students. Comic improvisation will be used for part of the final performance.

Broadway Styles of Dancing
July 27 - August 16 • 12:30pm - 3:30pm
Students will learn dance styles and choreography from some of their favorite and most 
popular Broadway musicals. From Broadway musical routines to rock and hip hop music 
videos you will not just see demonstrations, but take part in individual and group routines. 
It is recommended that students wear clothing that permit free movement and that they 
come prepared to actively participate.
